


REFLECGIONS

It’s time to put your creativity talents to work and enter your original work in the National
PTA Reflections Program. Students may submit entries in any of the six categories:

1. Literature (poetry, prose, drama)

2. Visual Arts (drawing, painting, collage, printmaking up to 24”x30”)

3. Photography (single entry must not exceed 11”x14” color or black & white)

4. Music Composition (voice, instruments or combination of both)

5. Dance Choreography (must be original choreographed dance recorded on a CD or
DVD)

6. Film Production (original work of fiction or nonfiction with or without sound)

This year’s theme “BEAUTY IS...” must be reflected in the student’s work and clearly related
to the title of the entry. Students may enter as many times and in as many categories as
desired. Each entry must be the original work of one student only. All entries will be judged.
The top entries from our school will move onto council level. Selected council entries will
compete at the county level and ultimately at the State and National levels.

If you are interested in participating in the Reflections Program, ask your teacher for a
complete copy of the rules and an entry form for each piece
you would like to enter.

All entries with completed entry forms; must be submitted to your teacher by Friday, October
23rd. All participants will receive a special certificate of participation.
